The National Heritage Conservation Commission
(National Monument) (Mulobezi Open Air Railway
Museum) (Declaration) Order, 2009

IN EXERCISE of the powers contained in sections tweniy-seven
of the National Heritage Conservation Commission Act, and on
the recommedation of the Commission, the following Order is
hereby made:

1. This Order may be cited as the National Heritage
Conservation Commission (National Monument) (Mulobezi Open
Air Railway Museum) (Delaration) Order, 2009.

2. Theareadescribed inthe Schedule hereto is hereby declared
a national monument.

SCHEDULE
(Paragraph 2)

Murosezi OpEN AIR RALWAY MUSEUM

The Mulobezi Open Air Railway Museum and Ancillary Railway Lines are
located in Mulobezi in the Sesheke District of the Western Province.

Starting at point T on the lefi of the Mulobezi river, the boundary proceeds
in the North-easterly direction in astraight tine on a bearing of40 degrees for a
distance of approximately 485 metres; thence in the easterly direction in a
straight line on a bearing of 72 degrees for a distance of approximately 170
metres; thence in the south-easterly direction on a bearing of 140 degrees for a
distance of approximately 695 metres to a point on the southemn extremity of
Mulobezi Cemetery; thence eastwards in a straight line on a bearing of 75
degrees for a distance of approximately 280 metres at a point near Mulobezi-
Moomba Road; thence in the southerly directionin a straight line on a be:aring of
174 degrees for a distance of approximately 1070 meires; thence in the north-
eastely direction in a straight line on a bearing of 67 dcgrees for a bearing of
approximately 790 metres; thence in the southerly dircction in a straight line on
a bearing i55 degrees for a distance of approximately 370 metres; thence in the
south-westerly direction in a straight line along the south-western boundary of
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the Mulobezi Air Stripon a bearing of 244 degrees for a distance of approximately
1,375 meters to Saluzubuho river, thence upstream along saluzubuho river to its
confluence with Mulobezi river. thence upstream along mulobezi river to a point
T on the lefl bank of the Mulobezi river, the point of streaming.

The above described area. approximately 310 heactares in extent, is shown
bordered Ted upon a plan deposited in the office of the National Heritage
Conservation Commission signed by the Surveyor-General and dated 19th
November, 2007

The Mulobezi Open Air Railway Museum is an historic site of industrial
revolution in Zambia. It has outstanding roiling stock amoung the first to reach
the African continent and along with the Rail Museum in Livingstone, Mulobezi
Site and Railway line give a complete history ofthe construction of the railways
to the commercial and industrial development of Zambia.

The site gives a historic perspeclive in the exploitation of one of Zambia’s
rich natural resources (Zambezi Teak - Bailiaea Plurijuga).
