kwacha or any term of imprisonment 
not exceeding two years or both; 

(ii) in the case of a continuing offence, tu Ml 
additional penalty not exceeding a fine 
of one hundred kwacha. in respect of ea.ch 
day on which the offence continues; 

{iii) in rospect of a. second or subsequent 
contravention, to a highor penalty not 
exC"eeding either of the limits prescribed 
in imb-pa.rngrsph (i);

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(b) that the court convicting the offender may or 
shall as the case may be, order the forfeiture 
to the State of anvthing with which the con­
travention was done or which was used in, or 
for the purpose of, or in relation to or in connection 
with, the commission of the contravention; 

(c) for the punishment of any director or other prin-
cipal officer of a body of persons or other person 
purporting to act in any su<"h capacity, where a
