(d) the culture of enhancing human rights by law enforcement agencies in 
conjunction with the judiciary and other stakeholders·; 

(e) a judicial structure and system which is independent and accountable 
to the citizens; 

(/) the system of legal training, education and practice; 

(g} the system of recruitment, appointment and promotion of judicial 
officers and revocation of such appointments; 

(h) the operation, administration and management of the legal aid system; 

(i) the system of declaration of assets by judicial officers;
